Installation Mass

Installation ceremony is an occasion when a new Parish Priest is formally pre-
sented to the parish in a liturgical context. The ceremony is so arranged to re-
mind priest and people of their responsibility together before God to serve
Christ in his Church, and by their holiness and the example of their lives, indi-
vidually and as a local community, to promote the mission of Christ. Following
the appointment of the Parish Priest by the Archbishop, it is fitting that he be
suitably introduced to the people of the parish and in turn to be welcomed by
them.

In view of this, we wish to notify our lovely parishioners that the 8am Mass
scheduled for 14™ February will now be held at 10:00am for the Installation
Mass of Fr Odinaka as the Parish Priest of St. Joseph’s Nambour by Archbishop
Mark. It is important to note that this change will not affect our usual Saturday
4.30pm reconciliation and 6pm Mass. For those who have pre-booked to attend
the 8am Mass on this day, please don’t worry about re-registering for the 10am
Mass, the office will automatically move your booking to the 10am Mass. Or, if
you have booked for the 8am Mass and for any reason could not be able to at-
tend due to this change, please let us know in the parish office.

Generally, we would like to encourage our parishioners to please endeavour to
register for the Installation Mass ASAP as we anticipate a good number of peo-
ple to attend from Brisbane and across the Deanery. We sincerely apologise for
the inconvenience this change may cause to anyone. Thanks very much for your
understanding.

Once again, we’ve come to that time of the year when we gather both as individ-
ual families and as a wider worshipping community to celebrate the uniqueness
and the diversity of our Australian culture.

GOSPEL COMMENTARY

Our primary guide through the two parts of this year’s Ordinary Time is the gospel
writer Mark. Jesus’ first words in Mark make it clear that from now on time can never
be considered ‘ordinary’: “the time is fulfilled and the kingdom of God has come
near; repent and believe in the good news,” said Jesus (1:14). Every Sunday-indeed
every day—is a ‘day of salvation’(2Cor 6:2).

Because Mark’s is the shortest gospel we read supplementary material from the gospel
of John on three occasions-on this Sunday, on Sundays 17-21 and on the last Sunday
of the year, the feast of Christ the King. On the Sundays of Ordinary time we hear an
Old testament reading (accompanied by a psalm) that in some way relates to the gos-
pel. This year the independent second reading will come from the apostle Paul’s letters
to the Corinthians and to the Ephesians, from James the apostle and from the unknown
author of the letter to the Hebrews. A rich feast of the word of God lies before us.

PARENT INFORMATION
FIRST RITE OF RECONCILIATION 2021
FOR CHILDREN IN YEAR 6 IN 2021

We are offering families a time of preparation for the celebration of the Sacrament of Penance according to the First
Rite of Reconciliation. That is, individual prayer, confession and absolution with a priest. It is intended for children who
have already celebrated Baptism, Confirmation and First Eucharist. Usually, they would be in Year 6 or above to cele-
brate the First Rite of Reconciliation.

At their First Eucharist preparation they would have celebrated the Sacrament of Penance according to the Second Rite
of Reconciliation in a simple way.

Your children will already have been fully Initiated through the Sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist. As
fully initiated Christians the Sacrament of Penance calls us to a constant renewal of life as Christians. In this Sacrament
we thank God for his great mercy as we humbly place ourselves before God and the whole Body of Christ, the Church.

Conscience making good choices—We hope that what we do during this time of preparation will also help equip parents
to develop their children’s conscience according to the Gospel. To do this we will be using the “See, Judge, Act” pro-
cess.

That is, help the children to know the difference between right and wrong so they:
. “see”” more clearly;

. are able then to decide what to do (“judge” — conscience);

. then “act” upon that judgement.

When we do choose to do the wrong thing we can come to realise our sin by the grace of God working in us. This is
where repentance begins. Then we go and seek forgiveness and, importantly, make restitution to those we have harmed.

We Will Be Doing This During Lent.

Lent is a time when the whole Church is called to a renewal of heart in light of our vocation as children of God by Bap-
tism as we prepare for Easter. This is not a one off Sacrament like Baptism and Confirmation. It is a way we respond to
the call by the Gospel to examine our conscience, seek forgiveness and healing. As a Church we are only too aware of

our constant need to ask for forgiveness for our own sins and to forgive others who hurt us. The sin of one of us dimin-
ishes the whole Body of Christ.
